 No Collections Friday December 25th. 
 Thursday collections will be on Wed December 23rd. 
 Friday collections will be on Thursday December 24th. 
 
New Year’s Day   January 1st, 2016    Friday 
 No collections Friday January 1st, 2016. 
 Thursday collections will be on Wednesday December 30th, 2015. 
 Friday collections will be on Thursday December 31st, 2015. 
 
Martin Luther King Jr. Day January 18th, 2016    Monday 
 No curbside pickup on Monday January 18th. 
 Monday pickup will be on Tuesday January 19th. 
 Tuesday pickup will be on Wednesday January 20th.  
 
Easter (Good Friday)  March 25th.     Friday 
 No curbside pickup on Friday March 25th. 
 Thursday pickup will be on Wednesday March 23rd.
