Mayor Jarrell welcomed everyone in attendance and opened the public hearing in regards to the question
of the statutory annexation of approximately 80.317 acres of land located in the area of Sherwood
Avenue southwest of the junction of West Dixie Drive and US Highway 220 Bypass.

With the assistance of overhead projector slides, Mr. Ogburn explained the “Report on Extension of
Municipal Services Sherwood Avenue Area” that was previously prepared by O. Lynn Priest and
approved by the Asheboro City Council. The overhead projector slides used during the public hearing are
on file in the City Clerk’s office and are hereby incorporated into these minutes by reference.

Along with the discussion of the services that the city will provide to residents within the proposed
annexation area, Mr. Ogburn highlighted the projected first year operations and capital cost for the
project.

Ms. Rebecca Whitley presented comments and concerns in regards to garbage collection and water
service. However, no comments or testimony were presented to challenge the eligibility of the area
described in the annexation report for annexation.

No formal action was taken by the City Council during this meeting. The annexation ordinance will be
considered during a regular meeting on June 8, 2006.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 7:31 p.m.
